Who can apply?

How will applicants be selected?
The scholarship committee will look at the following criteria:

1.  Applicant participation in CAC-member organizations.
2. Successful participation in fine arts courses and/or activities within the school fine arts programs and in the community.
3. Recommendation(s) of past or current fine arts instructor(s).
How do I apply?
You will need to complete the following steps:

1.  Fill out the attached Scholarship Application Form.
2. Submit a letter(s) of recommendation from a past or current fine arts instructor(s).
3. If you participate in a CAC-member organization(s), submit a letter(s) of recommendation from an officer or member of that group (see Who Can Apply?).
